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FS9 Version 1.0 

This package depicts the two airports where the Italian HH-101s are based, and the flight plans for all the helicopters. It is intended to be used in conjunction with the newly released JYAI-HH-101 by John Young. 

Airports included 

Cervia-Pisignano - LIPC - 15th Stormo (AMI) 

Nine of the eleven HH-101 of Aeronautica Militare Italiana (AMI) are assigned to the 15th Wing and are based here. This airport is also the base for the AW-139s you can find here.

Due to the FDE of the HH-101, the original scenery previously released for AW-139, has needed a refurbishment.

Not having FSX, I can't modify the relevant version released back in 2018 at this link.
Feel free to modify it, if you want.

Grazzanise - LIRM (CG)

Two HH-101 are based here. Scenery never released before.

Installation 
These sceneries make extensive use of many Library Objects available in the Download Hangar. 
Before to install the package, be sure to have the following Libraries available on your system: 
MAIW Global Scenery Objects (FS9) 
JS Euromil Objects JS 
To install the package, simply unzip the file in a temporary directory. Then copy/paste the result in your main FS9 directory. Some of the airports were already released in previous MAIW packages. The directory structure for FS9, is based on that. Overwrite if required. 
Click on “ADD AREA” and navigate to the “MAIW Italian Bases”;" MAIW_Italia_Libraries", “MAIW Scenery Library Objects” folders which should be, by default after installation, located in your main FS9\Addon Scenery. 

NOTE: it is important that you place the “MAIW Land Class” folder and “MAIW Scenery Library Objects” folder as far down your addon scenery list as possible by using the Move Down button. Ideally they should be lower than any other scenery you may have added and just above the default FS9 scenery libraries. 
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
